Flash Card Routines Available for Download


Here are links to flash card sheets you can download.  

While these are designed to run on both Macs and PCs, I develop them and have only tested them on PCs.  

The programmed logic behind the flash cards is written in Microsoft Visual Basic.  Because it is a language sometimes used to write computer viruses, your computer may ask you whether you want to enable the macros.  The answer is yes, otherwise they won't work.

Asia.doc   ---   Identify the countries on the continent of Asia.  This is inspired by daughter Suzy's geography class last year at St. Andrews.  To show the potential of the systemI put a lot of effort making beautiful maps. 

Europe.doc ---  Identify the countries of Europe.  These are quick-and-dirty black-and-white maps, the kind that any teacher or student can easily enter with a scanner.

Math_Facts.doc -- Multiplication, Division, Addition and Subtraction with numbers up to 12.  Delete the stuff you know, such as the 1- and 2-times tables, and use the rest to reinforce your memory.  

Generic.doc -- Two columns, questions and answers.  It comes with the names of states and their capitals, but you can substitute anything you like.

Ecce_Romani.doc -- The first 13 chapters of St. Andrews Latin textbook.  It is designed to help students commit the vocabulary to memory.  It presents the English translation of a Latin word, indicating the desired declension, tense and gender as appropriate, and asks the student to type in the Latin.  It looks for macrons (bars over the letters, like thīs) and reminds the student when they are missing.  

I'm continuing to build intelligence about language features into my language drill sheets.  Macros aside, there is also quite a bit of work involved in developing the Word documents to support studying a foreign language.  They have to be text-specific.  Somebody has to extract the vocabulary from the textbook, provide English translations, then figure out the genders, numbers and declensions.
